Second Session – Slide 5 and 6 (employment)
· give grants for education

· Note that South Korea has switched from being ante recipient of aid in the 1960’s to a contributor in the 1990’s

· Use International Finance Initiative 

· Build clear development strategies into government planning and budgets 

· Write off debts – release monies for skills training etc.

· Aim to increase irrigation

· Unleash the entrepreneurial spirit of Africa’s people

· Fund enterprise challenges

· Use digital means to allow access to skills

· Initiate the African Peer Review Mechanism – boost institutions of higher education, develop science centres, technology centres

Slide 8 - Trade
· remove internal trade barriers

· improve transport and communications in rural areas
· press for elimination of trade-distorting support to crops such as cotton and sugar and end export subsidies to agriculture within developed economies

· Seek additional assistance in the period whilst domestic tariffs are being reduced

· Press for developed countries to reduce or even eliminate all barriers to all exports from low income sub-Saharan countries

Slide 13 – Growth

· ensure primary education for all

· improve pupil/teacher ration, currently 1:40 in basic education
· look at ways of developing more appropriate curricula

· Aim to deliver comprehensive primary health care

· Governments to commit minimum of 15% of budgets to health care 

· Remove fees from health care?

· Global Fund to fight HIV/Aids

· Global Fund for all vaccinations

· Give pregnant mothers and all children insecticide treated nets

· Boost spending on parasitic disease prevention and micronutrient deficiency

· Boost spending on sexual and reproductive health education

· Push for advance purchase agreements of medicines

· Aim for 75% of people with direct access to clean water by 2015

· Increase spending on women’s and children’s rights

Slide 14 – International Dimension
· Discuss quality of aid with major donors 

· Fight to have aid untied

· Aid should be in the form of grants

· Policy conditionality should be replaced by mutual agreements for auditing and report backs

· Cancel debts

· Rich countries should aim to spend 0.7% of their GDP on international development aid

· Work should be accelerated to provide specific international levies to raise additional finance for development funding e.g. airline tickets

Slide 15 – UN
· Boost role of African Development Bank

· Enhance the role of Economic Commission for Africa

· Alter management functions of World Bank – accelerate growth in Africa

· Same with IMF

· Increase the voice of Africa in multilateral institutions

· Put in place independent monitoring mechanisms
